Abstract
The abstract page is page 1 of the application. See the next page of this template for the mandatory content and format of the abstract page. 
Proposal

The proposal begins on page 2 of the application. The following seven areas should be addressed in the proposal. The proposal itself should be no more than fifteen (15) pages, double-spaced with 1-inch margins, using a 12-point standard font. See the How to Apply section of the solicitation for more details.

1. Proposal overview 
The overview should include a description of the importance of the project and its substantive or methodological significance for the law and justice community. 
2. Literature review 

3. Detailed description of project, data, and methods 

In addition to demonstrating originality and significance, this section should describe the data, the proposed analysis, and demonstrate [through preliminary analyses when possible] that the data support the research question. 

4. Alternative methods or models  

Describe other analytic methods or models that were considered and the reasons they will not be used. 

5. Limitations  

Describe any limitations or unique problems of the project and how they will be addressed.

6. Deliverables 

Deliverables should include a trip to BJS to present the project, a copy of the final analytic paper, statistical models, dataset, syntax, and detailed methodologies, as applicable to the project.
7. Capabilities 

Describe the relevant background and skill of the research team.  Also describe how the data privacy and confidentiality concerns will be addressed and guaranteed.
Supporting Material 

In addition to the abstract and proposal, the following supporting materials should be included in the application. See the How to Apply section of the solicitation for more details.
1. Bibliography 

2. Project Timeline 
Outline the specific tasks to be accomplished, who is to perform them, and within what timeframe.
3. Proposed Budget 

4. Budget Narrative 
5. Curriculum Vitae 
Graduate students also need to include their dissertation chair’s CV and letter of support.

6. IRB Approval 

For all projects that use data containing identifiers, funding is contingent on obtaining IRB approval.
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
