This year 65 teachers and
parents submitted 349 posters as follows:

At an
awards ceremony held at Bristol-Myers Squibb in
April winners received plaques and certificates, and
First Prize winners received $50. Every winning
team was represented except one. Posters were also
sent to the National Statistical Poster Competition
sponsored by the national office of the ASA. I'm
pleased to announce that five posters from
Connecticut were winners at the national competition.
