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Jeff Hart Wins 2007 Don Owen Award 


The 2007 Don Owen Award was presented to Jeffrey D. Hart, Professor of Statistics, Texas A&M University.  From among a field of very qualified nominees, Dr. Hart was chosen as the nominee who best exemplified the Award's threefold criteria of excellent scholarship, dissemination of statistical knowledge, and service to the profession.

Dr. Hart has excelled in research and exposition in nonparametric curve estimation, time series analysis, bootstrap methods and lack-of-fit tests.  He has served as associate editor of numerous publications including Communications in Statistics and Journal of the American Statistical Association.  Dr. Hart won the College of Science Distinguished Achievement Award in Teaching in 1995 at Texas A&M.  He has served as Chair of the ASA Section on Nonparametrics.  Dr. Hart is a Fellow of the ASA and has also served the Southeast Texas ASA Chapter as President.  

The Don Owen Award was presented to Dr. Hart at the Conference of Texas Statisticians held last month in Waco. The Don Owen Award is presented annually by the San Antonio Chapter of the American Statistical Association, and Taylor and Francis, a leading international academic publisher.
