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ABSTRACT

The Prostate Cancer Prevention Trial (PCPT) of 18,882 men has provided a unique opportunity to assess the prevalence of biopsy-detectable prostate cancer and the predictive value of PSA for values < 4.0 ng/ml (previously considered the “normal” range).  I will discuss some of the potential biases in inferring operating characteristics of biomarkers from screening studies such as for PSA from the PCPT and the statistical algorithm we used to adjust for such biases in our analyses. I will then summarize what the PCPT has told us about the relationship between PSA, other risk factors and prostate cancer.
