Abstract: Advances in technology have been pushing the power of quick analysis for many years.  Even so there remains the need to ensure that the data are properly transferred and organized for the analysis.  Recent progress in data delivery systems advance the capability for data dissemination and quick analysis of large data stores.  As technology continues to redefine today’s analytical environments the nature of the studies also changes.  Platform computing has become a mainstay of today’s technological advances offering both analysts and business users a rich environment for data visualization and analytics.  Today research studies are designed to open a direct path to the nature of the data allowing researchers to better adjust their approaches to data analysis.
