About the speaker
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Fritz Scheuren is the VP Statistics at NORC, a survey research arm of the University of Chicago. He has had a long career of public service and presently focuses as much as possible on human rights activities, working right now on projects for the Commission on International Religious Freedom, on Native American Trust Fund issues, and, most recently, on improvements in vote counting for the 2004 presidential election.

Dr. Scheuren received his PhD. from The George Washington University (GWU) in 1972. Since then he has been a statistician at the Office of Economic Opportunity, then at the Social Security Administration where he rose to become its Chief Mathematical Statistician, He went on to head, for many years, the Statistics of Income Division at the Internal Revenue Service, which supports tax policy research. He has also been a Principal at Ernst and Young, LLP and, before joining NORC, a Senior Fellow at the Urban Institute working on welfare reform. Along the way he began teaching at GWU where he set up a graduate certificate program in survey sampling that he continues to manage. Scheuren is a Fellow of ASA and AAAS and an elected member of the International Statistical Institute.
