Timeline, Duties, and Examples of Correspondences

(Written up by Paul Roback, September 11, 2006)

General Timeframe (for JSM 2006)

· just before JSM 2004 – roped into serving as Program Chair for 2006

· late August 2004 – email to get Stat Ed members (stat_ed-l@mail.amstat.org) thinking about and submitting ideas for roundtable topics for JSM 2005.  Note that the permission list for this email alias is not automatically updated by ASA, but Jackie Dietz was able to add me and other new executive committee members to the list.

· early December 2004 – decide on 9 roundtable topics from ideas solicited, contact hosts to make sure still interested, and then inform them about the submission process (Dec 1 – Feb 1)

· March-April 2005 – solicit proposals for Invited Sessions for JSM 2006.  I contacted some individuals myself (mostly to discuss ideas about potential topics and participants) and was contacted by others, but putting out a general call for ideas might be a good idea.

· June-July 2005 – submit Invited Sessions (or make sure organizers submit).  Need commitments from participants and a single abstract for the session.  Chair designates 3 as “allocated” (as of JSM 2006); any others enter the general competition.

· July 2005 – email to Stat Ed members reminding them about the roundtable luncheons at JSM 2005

· August 2005 – speak at Stat Ed business meeting at JSM 2005, describing Invited Sessions for 2006 and getting people to start thinking about Topic Contributed sessions and papers for 2006.

· October 2005 – abstracts for Invited Sessions are submitted

· November 2005 (or earlier) – email to Stat Ed members about contributed sessions – getting folks thinking about topic contributed and regular contributed sessions.

· December 2005-January 2006 – general abstract submission for JSM 2006.  Be aware that abstracts for Topic Contributed sessions come in separately, so you must know to look for them.

· February 2006 – entire Program Committee meets in DC to plan details of technical sessions.  You have a chance to organize Regular Contributed sessions electronically beforehand, which minimizes the work you must do at the meeting.  Also, you should come with a list of chairs for Regular Contributed sessions – I solicited volunteers over email in January, and selected chairs on a first-come, first-served basis among those without other duties at the meetings.

· July 2006 – email to Stat Ed members describing Stat Ed sessions at JSM.  An AmStat News article would also be a good idea.

· August 2006 – JSM 2006 is finally here!  Visit the sessions to see that everything is going smoothly, then kick back and enjoy the talks.  Right before the meetings, give chairs your contact information in case of last minute emergencies.  In addition, although the ASA will inform session chairs about their responsibilities, it doesn’t hurt to remind them about important details such as:  keeping speakers on schedule, having speakers sit up front if space looks tight, coordinating Powerpoint talks on a single PC, filling out the Chair’s Report and collecting evaluation forms for Regular Contributed sessions, etc.

Note that the ASA Meetings crew really does an excellent job of leading you through the maze of deadlines throughout the two years!  Also, the generic section officers handbook from ASA can also be helpful; see http://www.amstat.org/sections/cos/handbook/index.cfm?fuseaction=handbook

11/12/04 – Hints from 2005 Program Chair Karen McGaughey on organizing invited sessions and roundtables

Hi Paul, 

The deadline for submission of invited session for 2006 will be sometime in late July. You should probably start actively soliciting for proposals sometime in March or April. I went out in search of proposals and I had a couple of people seek me out. I had 4 total. The Stat Ed section has 3 allotted invited sessions (right now, that could change). The fourth proposal went into the competition for invited sessions. The number of invited sessions was expanded this year so pretty much anyone who submitted a proposal for competition got in. The abstracts have to be designated as "allotted" or "competition" when they get submitted in July. The designation is up to you. So that I could control designation of the proposals I had organizers submit the abstracts and all other pertinant info to me and I took care of the submission process myself. Then I notified the organizers that their proposals had been submitted as either "allotted" or "competition". The decision as to which proposals are accepted from the competition is made in October. Assignment of dates and times is made in October and final abstracts are then submitted by the middle of November. 

As for the roundtables in 2005, that's great that you have so many to choose from! Yes, you pare those down to 9 yourself. Then notify everyone and let them know if they need to submit an abstract or not. Then you'll need to check with folks periodically to make sure that they do actually submit the abstract by the Feb. 1 deadline. I had organizers send me a copy of the abstract once they made the submission. Kathleen will send you updates starting in late December I think, but I just felt better once I saw the abstract myself. You might want to double check with everyone who submitted an idea and make sure they are still interested before you start paring down. It's possible people may have changed their minds about wanting to be an organizer. 

Okay, I hope that helps. Let me know if you have any other questions!

Hi Paul, 

Yes, it is up to you to decide which 9 (our limit is 9 roundtables) topics/hosts to invite. Once you've made that decision, the invitees must submit an abstract on line and pay their registration fee by Feb. 1, 2005. Then sometime during June I think, you will be asked what day you would like to schedule each roundtable. I scheduled 3 on each day (MTW). No roundtables on Sunday or Thursday. 

In regards to your second question regarding participation, here are the ASA guidelines: 

Each individual may do ONLY ONE of the following during JSM: 

    * Present an invited paper or serve on an invited panel 
    * Present a regular or topic contributed paper 
    * Present a regular or topic contributed poster 
    * serve as a discussant, panelist or other presenter in a topic 
      contributed session 

In addition, an individual may do one or more of the following: 

    * chair a session 
    * present an invited poster 
    * present an Introductory Overview Lecture 
    * Teach a short course 
    * Lead a roundtable luncheon 
    * Present in a first-time memorial session 
    * Present in a Late-Breaking session 
    * Serve as a discussant in an invited session 

So, I think the answer to your question is yes, a person can give both a talk and lead a roundtable luncheon.

Hi Paul, 

Sorry it's taken me a while to get back to you. 

Regarding the Invited Sessions: I did not put out a general call to the section. I'm not sure that doing so would be a good idea. You might ask Dex Whittinghill about it. He may have a different opinion. What I did do was talk to people who are active in the section. Beth Chance and Allan  Rossman really helped me out a lot in coming up with ideas, and in the end they both agreed to sponsor Invited sessions. To be honest, since I'm so new to the section, I didn't know what else to do except talk to the two of them! They gave me some ideas and then I contacted some folks. I think the important thing is to try to identify the "hot topics" in Stat Ed. 

We were allocated 3 invited sessions. I had 4. The 4th went into a competition with the extra invited sessions from all sections. JSM expanded the number of sessions this year, so all invited sessions that were entered into the competition were sponsored. If there are more invited sessions than there are slots, the extras (the sessions that do not "win" in the competition) go back to the section and then can become topic contributed sessions. You should probably plan on 3 allocated, but the possibility exists that you may have 4. (I contacted the organizer of my 4th session and told him that he was the 4th and whether his session was invited or topic contributed depended on the results of the competition.) 

I used up the ideas that I had for invited sessions this year. If I hear of any though, I'll pass them along. The invited session submission takes place in June/July. So now is the time to be thinking and working on it. The meetings staff is really helpful, and the tasks are spread out nicely throughout the year. The invited sessions are completely finished by Dec. 1 when the online submission for topic contributed and regular contributed sessions opens. It got a little crazy in January and February, but not too bad. For the most part things kind of fall into place. Our folks submitted 7 topic contributed sessions this year, so that makes life pretty easy. We had 37 regular contributed papers submitted.

5/25/05 – More advice on invited sessions from Karen

Hi Paul, 

Here are my thoughts: 

1. By the end of June you should have your invited sessions loosely organized, in that you should have the following: 
organizer (name, affiliation, address, phone, fax, email), format (papers or panel), title, brief description of the session, info for each presenter (name, affiliation, addres, phone, fax, email), key words, themed?, applied?, estimated audience size, chair (name, affilitation, address, phone, fax, email), discussants ( name, affiliation, addres, phone, fax, email). At this point you do not need the individual abstracts for each paper, just an overall description of the session. I had each organizer send me all of this information, then I entered into the system when it came online at the end of June to mid July. 

2. We had 3 allocated sessions this year. It's likely that's what it will be next year. We had one session entered into the competition and it got in. I suggest that you have 3 definite sessions that will be your allocated sessions, and then try for one or two more to put into the competition. Anything that doesn't get into the invited program could then be used as a topic contributed session. 

3. If you have ideas about jointly sponsored sessions and you want to try to get one or more of them on the invited program it's probably worth a shot. Again, anything that doesn't make it onto the invited program will become a topic contributed session. When you attend the scheduling meeting for the entire program in Feb. 2006 you will have the opportunity to add the Stat Ed section as a co-sponsor to any sessions that you like. 

4. The whole process is spaced out pretty well throughout the year so that I never felt totally overwhelmed. Our section is small enough, that we only had about 38 contributed papers (a very manageable number). So if you feel like organizing a session yourself you could probably get it done without too much trouble. I'm pretty sure I would not have wanted to do them at the same time, but that's just me.

Contributed Sessions in Statistical Education for JSM 2006 in Seattle 

Looking for a reason to think statistical thoughts beyond grading the next exam and polishing up the next lecture?  Maybe new ideas, exciting plans, and burning questions related to statistics education are floating around the recesses of your brain, trying to escape.  Maybe you returned from Minneapolis having attended many intriguing sessions at JSM 2005; maybe you're engaged in a productive research project; or maybe new ideas energed while plotting strategies for fall classes.  
Whatever the source, if you have nuggets which you feel might make for a good poster, paper, or even an entire session in statistical education at the 2006 Joint Statistical Meetings in Seattle, please plan to submit an abstract later this year!  Online submission of abstracts occurs from December 1, 2005, to February 1, 2006, so it's time to start planning. 

Here are the session categories you might consider: 

Topic Contributed Paper:  A collection of talks and discussions that share a common topic.  There must be 5 presentations (including discussants) of 20 minutes each; there can be 5 papers and 0 discussants, 4 papers and 1 discussant, or 3 papers and 2 discussants.  One person organizes the session (coordinating their efforts through the section Program Chair), but each participant will submit an abstract. 

Topic Contributed Panel:  A minimum of 3 and a maximum of 5 panelists provide commentary on a particular topic.  One person organizes the session (coordinating their efforts through the section Program Chair), and only one abstract is submitted. 

Topic Contributed Posters:  A cluster of approximately 3-6 posters on a given topic.  One person organizes the session (coordinating their efforts through the section Program Chair), but each participant will submit an abstract. 

Regular Contributed Sessions:  Individual papers related to statistical education, which the section Program Chair later organizes into cohesive sessions of 6-7 speakers with 15 minutes each.  The JSM traditionally accepts all contributed papers and posters. 

Contributed Posters:  Individual posters related to a topic selected from a predetermined list provided by the Poster Chair, who then groups posters according to those topics. 


Remember that each individual may do ONLY ONE of the following activities at JSM:  present an invited paper, serve on an invited panel, present a regular or topic contributed paper, present a regular or topic contributed poster, or serve as a discussant or panelist in a topic contributed session.  
In addition, an individual may do ONE of EACH of the following:  chair a session, present an invited poster, present an introductory overview lecture, teach a short course for Continuing Education, lead a roundtable discussion, present in a first-time invited memorial session, present in a late-breaking session, or serve as a discussant in an invited session.

Background: 

The ASA Section on Statistical Education membership has made very important contributions toward the improvement of statistical pedagogy over the years.  In particular, the GAISE Report discusses how students should learn and how they should be taught.  The ARTIST project assesses statistical literacy, statistical reasoning and statistical thinking for introductory courses in progress or being completed.  What still needs to be addressed, however, is an even broader issue -- what are the students actually retaining?  What could they actually be conversant in or, better yet, actually apply at work or in their every day lives? 

Ideally, the panel addressing this issue would be comprised of six educators from various disciplines so that a broad-based general perspective is developed along with considerations of particular discipline-based knowledge that must be learned and retained. 
After the panelists' five-minute presentations and a round of questioning among the panelists the discussion will be opened to questions and comments from session attendees. 
The session would conclude with a brainstorming exercise conducted by a facilitator that would engage all participants -- panelists and audience -- to attempt to reach consensus on those key topic concepts that transcend all fields of application as well as key topics in specific fields.

Three Coffee Roundtables will be offered by Statistical Education, featuring conversation on Japanese Lesson Study, quantitative and qualitative research, and motivating math majors to consider careers in statistics.
