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Tribute to Dale Kulp,  
Survey Research Innovator and a Friend of SRMS 

Mansour Fahimi 

This past December, the survey research community 

lost a pioneering member who had contributed 

significantly to our industry and was a good friend of 

the SRMS.  Dale Kulp, the founder and president of 

Marketing Systems Group (MSG), was a visionary 

whose innovative products and services continue to 

impact the survey research world.  Dale founded 

MSG in 1987 with the purpose of developing the 

research industry’s first in-house, PC-based random 

digit dial (RDD) sample design and generation system.  Subsequently, he was responsible for the 

design and implementaion of the GENESYS RDD sampling system and the first computerized 

dialing system designed specifically for survey research data collection.  Because of his deep 

insight into the US telephony system, Dale was often a major collaborator on landmark studies 

related to RDD.  Moreover, he remained vigilant about operational issues challenging the 

viability of this methodology, particularly those resulting from the unfolding changes in the U.S. 

telecommunications industry. 

For nearly four decades, Dale was involved with the planning and implementation of numerous 

survey and market research projects while passionately pursuing innovative methods for the 
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construction of high-quality sampling frames for population-based studies.  As one of the 

pioneers in the area of address-based sampling (ABS), he was responsible for important 

enhancements of the commonly used ABS sampling frame constructed from the Computerized 

Delivery Sequence File (CDSF) of the United States Postal Service (USPS). 

Dale was active in a number of industry and professional organizations and had a remarkable 

willingness to promote and support initiatives for advancing the field of survey research.  He 

attended Drexel University for both undergraduate and graduate work, and his career path 

included time at Chilton Research Services, Data Group, Bruskin Associates, and International 

Communications Research.  His friends, employees, and clients remember Dale as a brilliant 

man who was generous, inspirational, loyal, and a true mentor.

Report from the Incoming Section Chair 
Howard Hogan 

 

All readers of this article will know that survey research is facing serious 

challenges.  Obviously, there is the deterioration of RDD due to cell phones as 

well as the proliferation of cheap internet ―surveys.‖  More profoundly, the 

public is increasingly and seriously reluctant to share their time and 

information.  They don’t want to open the door, answer the telephone, or sort 

through the mail.  I suspect the novelty of internet surveys will soon fade.  As 

incoming chair, my big question is how the Survey Research Methods Section 

can best help to address these problems.  A related question is what are the issues facing the 

Section and how can these best be addressed.  A telling, although ironic statistic is this:  when 

the previous chair, Rod Little, surveyed members of the SRMS on a topic relevant to the Section, 

only 50% responded!   

The mission of the SRMS is ―to promote the improvement of survey practice and the 

understanding of survey methods by encouraging both theoretical and applied research on 

survey-related topics and by disseminating information on survey methods.‖  The Section does 

this, most importantly, by organizing sessions, posters and roundtables at the JSM.  Our online 

archives of the proceedings are a resource for survey methodologists around the world.  

Importantly, the Section seeks to educate the public through efforts such as the ―What is a 

Survey?‖ series.  The Section performs these tasks well. 

A major role of the Section is to support conferences on special topics, such as the International 

Conference on Establishment Surveys.  ICES-III simply could not have happened without the 

support of SRMS.  We are supporting ICES-IV.  Similarly, the Section conducts seminars, short 
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courses and webinars.  However, our ability to support conferences depends on our finances.  

SRMS has contributed anywhere from $3,000 to $15,000 to support special conferences, with 

$5,000 being the mode.  More importantly, we must assume a proportion of the risk should the 

conference lose money.  The switch from paper to electronic JSM proceedings has dried up a 

major source of revenue.  Our budget carry-over has been dropping in recent years.  Our 2008 

carry-over was down to just over fifty thousand dollars, which was 36% lower than the 2004 

carry-over.  This amount does not give us a comfortable margin to support special conferences. 

One way the Section is addressing this problem, within our mission, is the webinars, done in 

cooperation with ASA and AAPOR.  We hope that this effort helps stabilize our revenue stream 

as well as furthering our profession.  Our first efforts were a success.  Another way we addressed 

this problem was to modify our dues structure in 2010.  Dues increased from $2 to $5 for 

Regular Members while Student Membership went from $1 to free.     

As readers of earlier newsletters know, under the leadership of Rod, the Section has been 

working to develop a new outlet for rigorous and theoretically grounded survey research.  The 

idea is to fill the gap between JASA on the one hand and POQ, JOS & Survey Methodology on 

the other.  The Section will continue this effort, coordinating closely with our peers. 

An AAPOR working group is crafting a statement regarding the limitations associated with the 

production of statistics from internet-only surveys.  AAPOR has sought our input.  The SRMS 

executive committee told them that we are interested in seeing a draft of the statement. We will 

follow up on this. 

In addition to generally supporting its lofty goals, many of us join SRMS to aid in our careers.   

The SRMS list-serve offers quick advice on many topics.  Obviously, this newsletter provides an 

important link among survey researchers.  Our ASA Fellows committee works to elevate the 

status of our profession by highlighting the contributions of a few of our members.  Networking 

is important, but face-to-face opportunities are few.  Of the approximately 1400 members, fewer 

than 100 attend the business meeting, either because they didn’t come to the JSM or because 

they did something else that evening.  I suspect that attendance at this year’s meetings in 

Vancouver will be modest.   

Interestingly, I have been reliably told that many of the younger statisticians view the ASA not 

as an organization in which they should participate, but only as something that they have to pay 

in order to present their papers.  The journals are available online.  The proceedings are available 

online.  Why spend the money to join the group?  We need to develop a real answer to this 

question.  I will be glad to receive comments and recommendations on this from anyone, 

especially non-members. 

One big development that will affect many of us is the program of voluntary individual 

accreditation of statisticians recently endorsed by the ASA board.  The general criteria will be an 
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advanced (relevant) degree, five years experience, evidence of high quality work, effective 

communication skills, and ASA membership.  Additionally, the person must adhere to the ASA’s 

―Ethical Guidelines.‖  Presumably, applications will be reviewed by SRMS members, which will 

require volunteers.  Survey methodologists include the strongly mathematical, those interested in 

cognitive issues and questionnaire design, and those focused on survey management.  

Developing criteria and a process for this mix will take some effort.  Additionally, we are not the 

only group of survey methodologists.  Our Section will want to proceed in cooperation with 

AAPOR and IASS.  An early task of the board this year will be to learn more and report back to 

its membership.  For details see:

The 2010 Census of the United States: Selected Points 
Mary Mulry 

 

 The 2010 Census is the 23rd census in American history.   

Article 1, Section 2 of the U.S. Constitution requires that an 

―actual Enumeration shall be made within three Years after 

the first Meeting of the Congress of the United States, and 

within every subsequent Term of ten Years, in such Manner 

as they shall by Law direct.‖   The United States has 

conducted a census every 10 years since 1790.  The Census 

Act of March 1790 specified that all residents be counted, 

citizens and noncitizens alike; and every decade's effort has followed that rule.  

  

 Census data are used to distribute congressional seats among the states. States that have 

grown in population since 2000 could gain congressional seats after the 2010 Census. By 

law, on Dec. 31, 2010, the state population data from the census will be released to 

determine the new distribution of House seats.  More detailed data will be released no 

later than March 31, 2011, to help states set Congressional district boundaries, in a 

process called "redistricting."  

.   

 More than $400 billion in federal funds are distributed every year to states and 

communities based in part on census population data.  State and local governments use 

census data to plan new roads, new schools, and new emergency services, while 

businesses use the data to develop new economic opportunities.  Census data reflect the 

growth of the population as well as the changing socioeconomic and demographic 

characteristics of the American people.  

  

 Congress has also passed many laws that depend on census data.  These include the 

Voting Rights Act, the Age Discrimination and Employment Act, the National 

Affordable Housing Act, and the Veterans' Benefit Program.  Each of these laws specifies 

that the census must measure relevant attributes necessary to the implementation of the 

laws.  

 

 The 2010 Census is the shortest in history – just 10 questions that only takes about 10 

minutes to answer.  The questions on the 2010 Census are very basic, asking about topics 

such as name, age, race, Hispanic origin and home ownership.  

 

 The 2010 Census has been streamlined – the ―long form,‖ which covered dozens of 

additional topics, has been converted to an ongoing survey throughout the decade called 

the American Community Survey.  The American Community Survey is part of the 2010 

Decennial Census program, but now provides all these data to communities every year, 

not just once a decade.  

  

 By law, the Census Bureau cannot share respondents’ individually identifiable answers 

with anyone, including tribal housing authorities, other federal agencies and law 
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enforcement entities. All Census Bureau employees take the oath of nondisclosure and 

are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful 

disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000, imprisonment of up to five years, or both.  

 

 The Census Bureau takes extreme measures to protect the identity of individuals and 

businesses, starting from the point at which the data are collected and continuing decades 

after the data are published as aggregate statistics. This includes protecting the addresses 

of residences and businesses the Census Bureau collects and maintains.  

 

 The Census Bureau relies on more than one hundred thousand partners across the country 

that help get the word out about the census. The Census Bureau’s partners are the most 

trusted voices in their communities. They reach deep into our diverse society. They help 

to overcome resistance and a lack of awareness about the census and how it benefits their 

community.   

 

 Because of the constitutional importance of the census, it is mandatory by law, with a 

fine of up to $5,000 possible.  However, the Census Bureau is not in the business of 

prosecuting noncompliance, but facilitating participation.  If a person doesn't return their 

census form, a census enumerator will visit them to obtain a face-to-face interview.  

Repeated attempts are made by enumerators, greatly increasing the cost of the census.  

Residents can save the country this expense by mailing in the forms.  

 

 The census is the largest domestic mobilization our nation undertakes.  The Census 

Bureau must count everyone once — and only once — and in the right place. That means 

getting a census form to — and a completed form back from — every residence in the 

United States — that’s more than 130 million addresses.  Census Bureau staff must 

knock on the door of every household that does not mail back a completed form.   The 

Census Bureau must hire a temporary workforce of over a million people — that’s 

roughly equivalent to the entire population of Hawaii.  Between $80 and $90 million in 

taxpayer dollars are saved for each one percent increase in mail response.

Currently, 

he is Chief of the Ambulatory and Hospital Care Statistics Branch at 

NCHS, which conducts various surveys about health care providers and 

the services they render.  He received a Ph.D. in Sociology, an M.A. in Applied Social Research, 

and a B.A. in Statistics and English Literature, all from the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor. 

 

Emily Geisen, Secretary. Emily graduated from the Program in Survey 

Methodology at the University of Michigan in 2004. Since 2004, she has 

worked at RTI International in Research Triangle Park, NC as a survey 

methodologist. Ms. Geisen’s research experience includes leading data 

collection tasks, study and survey design, focus groups, cognitive 

interviews, usability tests, and nonresponse bias analysis. She is also vice-

chair of the Southern Association for Public Opinion Research (SAPOR).
