CONSTITUTION OF AMERICAN STATISTICAL ASSOCIATION 
XXX STUDENT CHAPTER (STAT-ASA)
Adopted by STAT-ASA
ARTICLE I

Name

The name of this organization is the American Statistical Association XXX Student Chapter (STAT-ASA)
ARTICLE II

Purpose

The American Statistical Association XXX Student Chapter (STAT-ASA) is a student-run organization for both graduate and undergraduate students interested in the study of statistics in the broadest sense.  The purpose of STAT-ASA, according to the ASA, is “to provide opportunities for students to connect with other students interested in statistics and interact with prominent statisticians locally and at national meetings. It also encourages students to continue studying statistics and provides career information in the statistical sciences.”
ARTICLE III

Definition of Membership

To be eligible for full membership in STAT-ASA, one must be an enrolled student at XXX University. The student need not be a statistics student in any sense. Nor does the student need to be a member of ASA.  The advisor(s) of STAT-ASA must be (a) faculty or staff member(s) from XXX University’s Department of Statistics. Ideally, the faculty member is a dues paying member of ASA in good standing.  As (a) non-student member(s) of the organization, the advisor(s) has (have) all rights and privileges therein, except for the right to hold office.  XXX University staff and faculty are eligible for adjunct membership, which means they may not vote or hold office. Membership and participation are free from discrimination based on race, religion, color, sex, age, national origin or ancestry, marital status, parental status, sexual orientation, disability, or status as a disabled or Vietnam-era veteran.  American Statistical Association (STAT-ASA) relies on students attending events and seminars in their free time, and this attendance should not interfere with their studies.
MEMBERSHIP LANGUAGE

Only currently registered students, faculty and staff may be active members in this organization. Only active student members may vote or hold office.

ANTI‐HAZING STATEMENT

This organization complies with all State and Federal laws and XXX University Hazing Policy (see University Regulations). Further, the members of this organization understand that any individual or group found responsible for hazing will be subject to disciplinary action by the Office of the Dean of Students.

REQUIRED NON‐DISCRIMINATION STATEMENT

Membership and participation are free from discrimination on the basis of race, religion, color, sex, age, national origin or ancestry, genetic information, marital status, parental status, sexual orientation, gender identity and expression, disability, or status as a veteran.

ARTICLE IV

Officers

President
The qualifications of President:

a. able to make commitment of two-consecutive semesters (the fall and spring) as President
b. must be a member of the American Statistical Association (ASA). Fortunately, membership is provided to the individual for free from ASA. This individual is the only member required to be a current member of ASA.
The selection procedure for President:

All eligible and interested individuals announce their candidacy by April 1st. Then through an appropriate online forum all active student members will proceed to vote. The President shall announce the vote through an appropriate form of electronic communicate. For the vote to count 2/3 active membership must vote. In the event of failure to meet the 2/3 quorum, the candidates and active members shall be told this allowing for candidates to reconsider office. Then a new election shall take place. This process may continue until a victor emerges. In the event of a tie, there will be a re-election with only the tied candidates running.
The length of a term of President:
           The length of a term of President is one-academic year. There is a limit of two terms.
The responsibilities of the President shall be overseeing all organizations activities, maintaining a connection with ASA, and ensuring all ASA policies, XXX University, state and federal laws and regulations are pursued
Treasurer

The qualifications of Treasurer:

a. experience in STAT-ASA and able to make commitment of two-consecutive semesters (the fall and spring) as Treasurer 
The selection procedure for Treasurer:

All eligible and interested individuals announce their candidacy by April 1st. Then through an appropriate online forum all active student members will proceed to vote. The President shall announce the vote through an appropriate form of electronic communicate. For the vote to count 2/3 active membership must vote. In the event of failure to meet the 2/3 quorum, the candidates and active members shall be told this allowing for candidates to reconsider office. Then a new election shall take place. This process may continue until a victor emerges. In the event of a tie, there will be a re-election with only the tied candidates running.
The length of a term of Treasurer:

           The length of a term of Treasurer is one academic year (fall and spring) with a limit of two terms.

The responsibilities of the Treasurer:

The Treasurer, as an elected officer, (1) is responsible for managing the finances including approving activity budgets and submitting reimbursement paperwork; (2) keep accounts, deposit the organization’s funds, and make expenditures in a manner approved by the Business Office for Student Organizations; (3) maintain accurate financial records and create a budget; (4) maintain and distribute meeting minutes and any official records, such as committee applications.  The Treasurer will assume command and fulfill the duties of President in the event the President is temporarily unable to do so, like in the case of illness. 

Media Coordinator
The qualifications of the Media Coordinator
a. experience in STAT-ASA and able to make commitment of two-consecutive semesters (fall and spring)
The selection procedure for Media Coordinator:

All eligible and interested individuals announce their candidacy by April 1st. Then through an appropriate online forum all active student members will proceed to vote. The President shall announce the vote through an appropriate form of electronic communicate. For the vote to count 2/3 active membership must vote. In the event of failure to meet the 2/3 quorum, the candidates and active members shall be told this allowing for candidates to reconsider office. Then a new election shall take place. This process may continue until a victor emerges. In the event of a tie, there will be a re-election with only the tied candidates running.
The length of a term of the Media Coordinator:

           The length of a term of the Media Coordinator is one academic year (fall and spring) with a limit of two terms.

The responsibilities of the Media Coordinator is as an elected officer to help with recruiting new members, promoting STAT-ASA to the XXX Community, and establishing a chapter logo, and building and maintaining a chapter website.
Faculty or Staff Advisor(s)

The qualifications of Faculty or Staff Advisor(s):

a. a faculty or staff member of XXX University’s Department of Statistics

b. two semesters of experience in XXX University’s Department of Statistics

The selection procedure for Faculty or Staff Advisor(s):

           Among all the faculty and staff which meet the requirements for this position, 
the student officers will select the person who is most capable of carrying out the 
duties of an Advisor. 
The length of a term of Faculty or Staff Advisor(s):

The length of a term of Faculty or Staff Advisor(s) is one semester with no term limit.

ARTICLE V

Officers and Duties

The duties of President:
The President is a student who oversees the operations of STAT-ASA, organizes special events and seminars, and serves as a contact all interested parties within the XXX University community.
The duties of Treasurer:

The Treasurer keeps accounts, deposits the organization’s funds, and makes expenditures in a manner approved by the Business Office for Student Organizations. 
The duties of the Media Coordinator:

The Media Coordinator recruits new members, advertises events to the university community, and builds and maintains a chapter website.
The duties of Faculty or Staff Advisor(s):

The Faculty Advisor(s) provide support and guidance to STAT-ASA.  The advisor ensures continuity between school years and provides advice about activities that further the purpose of STAT-ASA.
ARTICLE VI

Constitutional Amendments

Any member can propose an Amendment. At the next meeting, the membership will vote for the Amendment. To allow for natural emergencies or other such situations, the final vote may be delayed one meeting. The President shall send notify all active members through an appropriate electronic communication informing them of the proposed Amendment and when the vote will take place. Passing an Amendment requires a 2/3 majority vote with the quorum of 2/3 of active memberships present. Most importantly, all amendments to the constitution and bylaws are subject to the approval of the Office of the Dean of Students.  
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
